Certainly there will be some alterations that will have to be made to your living styles and habits that have 
evolved over the years. However, these changes are not insurmountable and the Association is there to 
assist at aII times. As an example, we are able to supply you with any, or all, of your aid requirements, 
including batteries, loan speech aids, shower shields and stoma covers. Our Welfare Officers are available 
to offer advice or any other assistance you may require at any time. As a member of our Association you 
will receive our regular monthly newsletter, ''Still Talking'', which gives news and other helpful information. 
At the Association's regular monthly meetings you will meet members who have returned to a normal life-
style and we would like to invite you to these meetings at the location nearest to where you live.
