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As you are watching television it immediately grabs
your attention and holds it for just shy of one minute. The lo-
cation is a crowded city street in New York City. Two cowboys
are riding their horses to-
gether past the stopped traf-
fic. As horns blare they get
off their horses and, as a
guitar begins to play, they
build a campfire right there
on the asphalt. One cowboy
plays the guitar and the
other removes his neck scarf
revealing a stoma.

The voice which begins
to sing is familiar to most
laryngectomees. It is the
monotone sound of an electronic artificial larynx. The lyrics
are displayed at the bottom of the screen with a bouncing star
following along:

You don't always die from tobacco,

Sometimes you just lose a lung.

You don't always die from tobacco,

Sometimes they just snip out your tongue.

And you won't sing worth a heck,

With a big hole in your neck,

(And the guitar playing cowboy finishes) Cuz you
don't always die from tobacco.

(Together) Cuz you don't always die from tobacco.
Cuz you don't always die from tobacco.

(And the laryngectomee finishes with) "Yippie ky yo."

The ad concludes by showing a sign hanging from one
of the horses: "Over 8.5 million Americans live with tobacco
related illnesses." And written on the last few frames,
"Knowledge is contagious. Infect truth.

The commercial is another of the hard-hitting anti-
tobacco ads funded by The American Legacy Foundation. The
Foundation was created by and receives most of its revenue
from the tobacco industry as part of the 1999 Master Settle-
ment Agreement between the industry and a coalition of at-
torneys general from 46 states. It provides grants to further its
two goals: to keep young people from starting to smoke, and
to help adults who already smoke to quit. The commercial is
from TheTruth.com which is the web site for the Foundation's |
program to keep young people from beginning Jto smoke. The
commercial has been nominated for close to 30 awards includ-
ing two Emmys. If you have Internet access you can view the
entire commercial on our own web site www.stilltalking.org

So, who IS the singing Laryngectomee cowboy? He is Tommy
Cook from Long Island, New York. Writing about how the com-
mercial came about Tommy wrote, "After living a pretty nor-
mal life again (following surgery) and getting adjusted to being
a lary, | got an e-mail from a talent agency looking for help

with an anti-smoking campaign. They were looking for a lary
around my age to shoot a t.v. commercial. | sent them a ran-
dom photo of me that my wife
took.

The next day they contacted me.
They wanted to set up a meeting.
We met at a local diner and chat-
ted about the concept of the com-
mercial, (and) what they wanted
me to do. We also discussed the
song they wanted me to sing in the
commercial, using an (artificial
electronic larynx) for 'shock value'.
Two days later they contacted me
again stating they wanted me for the commercial!

So, in August of 2006, my wife and | went to New York
City. We did the audio part first. | sang the song several times
in a professional studio. This took about three hours. We had a
lot of fun and | found it to be very easy and exciting. You need
to know that before surgery | couldn't sing on key at all! Now,
I'm in a studio singing with an (electronic artificial larynx) for a
commercial to be aired around the world!

Tommy's story on becoming a Laryngectomee is a fa-
miliar one. He started smoking at age 13 and was up to a three
pack a day habit by age 33 when he decided to quit. At age 38
he woke up with a hoarse sounding voice. By the time it was
finally diagnosed he had a large tumor and it was growing un-
der his no longer functioning left vocal cord. Tommy wrote,
"Now, time to start treatment. Two cycles of chemotherapy.
They wanted to do three, but | refused the third due to the
fact that the first two nearly killed me. Then forty rounds of
radiation. By the end of the treatments, | lost all my hair and |
was burnt like toast. | won't tell you about all the sickness
these treatments caused. | choose to forget as best | can.

So, back to the hospital for the doctor to take a good
look and see if the treatments worked. A few days later, my
wife and | saw him in his office for the results. He looked at us
and said 'I'm sorry but the treatments failed, you need a total
laryngectomy to survive'. So in October 1998 | went back into
the hospital for surgery. This was the start of my new life. The
treatments had cost Tommy a 65 pound weight loss in just
eight months, but he stated, "With the help of my wife and
kids, over the next few years my life became almost normal
again! They were my main support. You see, all of my friends
jumped ship as soon as | got sick. Guess they couldn't deal
with the word CANCER

The commercial has had quite an impact on Tommy. He
stated, "l have received hundreds of e-mails from all over the
world! E-mails from kids telling me | helped them quit or not
start smoking. Some kids even stated that the commercial
helped their parents quit! | also received e-mails from adults
stating they shared the video with their kids and were able to
convince their kids not to smoke!

Tommy wrote, "Before my surgery, | was never a singer. |
never liked western movies. And | never liked going to the city!
Now, I'm in a commercial singing, dressed like a cowboy, in the
middle of Manhattan!"

He concluded, "Please allow me to thank some people. My
wife Donna and my kids! Thanks to TheTruth and American
Legacy for choosing me for the commercial And for all of the
support | get from WebWhispers!

Here is a discussion of the issue by Dr. Carla Gress,

Knowledgeable ENTs and pulmonologists (lung doctors)
will tell you, "DO NOT USE PETROLEUM PRODUCTS IN OR
AROUND THE STOMA!" These products do not belong in the
lungs, and you risk the development of an abscess, which can
be life-threatening.

And "a little dab will do you' isn't a good idea either. It is
just as risky. | know that people like to use the rationale, 'l do
it all the time, and it's never hurt me.' That sounds all well and
good at first, but you must remember that some things are not
instantly harmful, but have cumulative effects over the years,
of which you may have no awareness. For example, cigarettes
and alcohol. How long do you have to smoke for it to contrib-
ute to the development of cancer? Three years? Five years?
How long does someone drink alcohol before developing cir-
rhosis of the liver?

The other problem with prolonged use of antibiotic prepara-
tions is that over time the bacteria become resistant to the
medication. If and when you do develop an acute infection,
the drug won't work anymore, and you have to go to more
powerful drugs to treat the infection. You may have heard
about MRSA (methicillin resistant staph aureaus), which is a
bacterial infection from a 'super-bug' that has developed resis-
tance to all but the most extremely powerful (and very costly)
antibiotics. That is why there is a growing trend in medicine to
only prescribe antibiotics when absolutely necessary, and then
for as short a period as possible.

So think twice before using Bacitracin, Neosporin or Poly-
sporin, or their generic equivalents, and only use it on the skin
around the stoma when your doctor specifically prescribes it
for a short period of time. And then, never IN the stoma or

When Laryngectomees develop problems, at least
some will experiment with off the shelf items which may al-
ready be in their homes. A persistent and important question
is whether doing so is safe or not.

One common problem we develop is dryness and irrita-

tion in and around the stoma, and the question is whether
using common products such as creams, lotions, ointments
and similar products is safe. The problem is that a product
which is safe and effective for one use can become harmful
and even extremely dangerous if used for another. A question
which comes up from time to time involves using any lubri-
cants in and around the stoma, but also antibacterial creams

Dear Mr. Bolton

Thank you for your letter of 12 March 2008 to the Minister for Health and Ageing, the Hon Nicola Roxon MP, regarding con-
cerns raised by speech pathologists that the Cooper Rand electronic speech prosthesis is not recognised by the Therapeutic
Goods Administration (TGA) and cannot be supplied under the Program of Appliances for Disabled People (PADP).

For a medical device to be supplied in Australia, it must meet requirements for quality, safety and performance set out in the
Therapeutic Goods Act 1988d be included on the Australian Register of Therapeutic Goods (ARTG).

The Australian supplier of the Cooper-Rand Electronic speech prosthesis, Euphony Pty Ltd, cancelled the entry for this device
on the Australian Register of Therapeutic Goods in October 2007 because the US manufacturer was unable to provide the cer-
tifications required to demonstrate the device met the minimum standards for quality, safety and performance.

Although this device is no longer approved for general supply, a patient may be able access the device through TGA's Special
Access Scheme. | am advised that the patient's medical practitioner would need to submit an application to the TGA for special
consideration. This involves an assessment by a clinician who considers technical information supplied with the device by the
manufacturer, the availability and suitability of possible alternative devices included on the ARTG and the clinical justification
provided by the patient's medical practitioner before making a determination to approve the device through the Special Access
Scheme. The processing time for these applications is approximately two days.

Your only costs are the rental of the handset which is the nor-
mal cost of your existing set. (minus GST) from thereon you have the added bonus of being able to make calls any-
where in Australia and to mobiles for a cost of 25 cents per call.

It should be stressed that if you are able to speak and hear you use the telephone exactly the same as your exist-
ing set.

Cancer Council Meeting 16th April 2008

Report by Antoni Krasnodebski

It was an extremely interesting and highly informative morning held in a meeting room of the Chifley Hotel at
Kings Cross, just up the road from the Cancer Council. The first speaker was Dr John McGuiness from Liverpool
Hospital who told us how a present day head and neck surgical team operates, the improvements that have been
made in technique, procedures and equipment over the past thirty or forty years and the prospect of further ad-
vances that are in the pipeline for the better treatment of head and neck cancer patients into the future. Dr
McGuiness was a very entertaining and enthusiastic speaker with a comprehensive knowledge of his subject who
hardly had to refer to his graphic slides of various operating procedures. Patients undergoing a laryngectomy at
Liverpool Hospital under Dr McGuiness and his team will be in very good hands | feel.

The next speaker was Pauline Don from the Canteen organisation telling us about their new resource for children
with parents suffering with cancer and how to deal with issues that arise for them and how to access help. They
are publishing a free book called "Now What" packed with information and advice aimed at young people from




the ages of about 10 to 25. If you are interested in following this up you can check out their website at
www.nowwhat.org.au which is very user friendly once you get into it.

Following Pauline was Brenda Clasquin, a radiologist who now works with the Cancer Council. She explained the
workings of radiotherapy and planning, targeting and execution in how it relates to head and neck cancer patients
and why it usually extends to a six week course of treatment for us. It was a little difficult to follow as she tended
to use a fair bit of jargon and technical terms. We had a break for a cup of coffee and a chat after that.

On resuming the session Cath Julien, clinical nurse consultant from Prince of Wales Hospital, gave a talk on the
care and management of head and neck cancer patients with an emphasis on laryngectomy patients but covering
others such as melanomas etc. After Cath they asked me to give a talk on my experience as a head and neck can-
cer patient. So | rambled on from when | first discovered a lump in my neck, to when | lost my voice and went to
the doctor to discover that | had throat cancer in need of immediate attention. | covered the surgery and the sub-
sequent radiation and how that knocked me around and onto now where | am working full time and have recov-
ered fairly well. | was only asked to field a couple of questions, probably because | gave a fairly disjointed talk. Not
knowing what to expect | had not made any preparation for my presentation. If asked to do something similar an-
other time | will make notes of things | should cover as afterwards | kept thinking of problems | should have men-
tioned for the benefit of the people manning the cancer helpline, but failed to do so.

Next came Julia Maclean who spoke mainly about the dysphagia research that she is doing, which is sponsored by
our Association. It turns out that about 70% of laryngectomees suffer from either eating and/or swallowing prob-
lems. It shouldn't be too long now before Julia gives us a report on her findings for publication in this newsletter as
she has already reported in a medical journal. It should prove enlightening.

Finally Belinda Vangelov, a dietician from Prince of Wales, spoke about the difficulties in maintaining the weight of
cancer patients particularly when they are undergoing radiotherapy which | can certainly remember from when |
was having it. | recall one day when it took me over half an hour to eat one egg scrambled. It just wouldn't go
down. Anyway, after Belinda finished they brought out a load of yummy looking food for all the participants but |
was in a hurry and left without getting stuck in.

I was surprised to discover the extent of services provided by the Cancer Council, especially the number of people
manning their helpline service. | hope they learnt a few things from the morning and will now be better able to
field questions from people ringing up with concerns regarding head and neck cancer in particular.
